Groupcall

Recently staff underwent training in M5 Groupcall which allows the School to communicate with you via text, email or the Groupcall Xprressions app.  It relies upon the information held in the School MIS System (Management Information System), SEEMIS being accurate - most importantly your mobile telephone number and email address.
Of course to communicate with you this way and for you to be able to reply you require a mobile phone, tablet, PC or other device which we can send the messages to.  In the event of you not having access to any of these things we will still send out letters and make phone calls.
The Groupcall Xpressions app is completely free of charge to you and can be installed on your mobile phone or tablet.  It currently supports both Apple iOS and Android devices (with Windows mobile to follow) and you’ll be able to see information for your children.

If you have children in different schools and those schools also use Groupcall Xpressions, you will be able to view information on multiple children with the same app.

What I need to do now?

Please ensure we have your correct mobile number and email address on our school database to ensure you can use the new app as soon as it is available.  Forms are available from the school office to check and update your details or simply email them to the school otherwise we will assume the information we currently hold is correct.  You’ll need to make sure you keep these details up to date in future to maintain access to the service.
Using M5 Groupcall will be a learning curve for us all but I am sure in time it will provide a really useful way of communicating efficiently with you.

It is hoped that we shall be using this system within the next couple of weeks and I would encourage you to download the app.
